NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, on February 13,
2024, the Assistant Deputy Director of the De-
partment of Conservation and Development of
the County of Contra Costa (the “County™) will
conduct a public hearing as required by Sec-
tion 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended (the “Code™), at which such
hearing officer will hear and consider informa-
tion concerning the r:\raposed issuance by the
California Municipal Finance Authority (the
“Authority™) of qualified solid waste disposal
facility bonds pursuant to section 142(a)(6) of
the Code in an aggregate principal amount not
to exceed $400,000,000 (the “Bonds"). The
Bonds will be part of a plan of finance, and
may be issued in one or more series from time
to time over a period of multiple years.

A portion of the proceeds of the Bonds, in an
