	Activities: The P-5 Sheriff’s Citizens Advisory Committee met monthly at 7:00 p.m. on the second Tuesday of each month at the Round Hill Country or alternate location at 107 Alamo Plaza. In addition to the members of the Committee, at least one Sheriff’s deputy attends each month to give an activity report.  Occassionally, Lt. Dickerson attends.  Cameron Collins of the Supervisor Candace Andersen’s office also attends most meetings. The Committee reviews safety and traffic concerns in the P-5 District and provides guidance to the Sheriff’s Department.
	Accomplishments: 1. As recommended by the Committee the P-5 deputies received radar/Lidar training for the new radar/Lidar equipment acquired by Committee.
2. The Committee contunued to discuss tne feasibility of combining with other Sheriff’s districts in Alaom to form one united committee.  In October, the Committee joined with members of the Sheriff’s P-2B Committee along with Supervisor Candace Andersen, Cameron Collins, and representatives from the Sheriff’s Departments to review facts and projections relating to a possible combination
3. The Committee added the postion of Vice Chair and elected Jason Hill to serve in the postion.
4. With concurrence from the Committee the Round Hill Property Owners Association acquired a new radar trailer that will be placed at various locations as determined by the deputies.

	Attendance & Representation: 1. The Committee began the year with eleven members )nine regular members and two alternates). It was decided to reduce the number of Committee members to seven through attrition.  Two Committee members resigned during the year.  There are currently nine members (seven regular members and two alternates).  The Chair, Richard Kopf, will retire from the Committee at the end of 2024.
2. The Committee focused on increasing attendance by members.  Cameron Collins distribued a schedule showing attendance.  
3. Diversity continues to be an issue.
	Training/Certification: All members have completed Bown Act training , as well as ethics and implicit bias training.
	Proposed Work Plan: 1. Focus on speed and stop sign enforcement.
2. Educate the community about legal use of electric bikes and electric scooters.
3. Monitor speed tracking capability of the new radar trailer to show trends.
