	Activities: The primary goals of the Knightsen TAC were to increase community awareness and participation at the regular TAC meetings and to represent the community's interests, concerns, and voice to the Board of Supervisors.

Meetings were held every other month for the first part of the year, providing the community with an avenue to voice their concerns via KTAC to the Office of the Supervisor and for the county to provide response to concerns. Monthly updates are provided by the Office of Supervisor Diane Burgis, Contra Costa County Office of the Sheriff, Contra Costa Fire Protection District, and other agencies as requested. 

With only 3 of the 5 seats appointed, quorum was difficult to meet.  As of November 4, 2025 all 5 seats are filled.
	Accomplishments: In 2025 KTAC successfully held 3/12 regular meetings where they provided input on 6 Agency Comment Requests. 

Additionally, they held their annual community clean-up event in August and collected 10-40 yard bins totaling 2.3 tons.. 

KTAC also engaged directly with the District 3 Supervisor's Office and other county agencies to assist individual residents resolve issues as needed.

3. Code Enforcement priorities as identified by KTAC.
4. Knightsen Community Events - Tractor Stroll, Knightsen Parade, and Tree Lighting. 
5. Preservation of the agricultural lifestyle. 
6.  Increase awareness of Knightsen amenities and clubs.
7. Participation at meetings from county agencies/departments and staff.

The Knightsen TAC is scheduled to meet every other month on the 3rd Tuesday at 7:00 PM at the Knightsen Farm Bureau located at 3020 Second Street in Knightsen.
